Tulsa Achieves Helps Students
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Tulsa Community College (TCC) is
helping to eliminate the financial burden
of attending college through the Tulsa
Achieves program. Seven Street School
students will be starting college this fall
through this program.

While the Street School scholarship
program helps approximately 37 students a
year with the financial support they need
to attend college, our scholarship program
does not have the funds available to
provide 100% of the applicants their
requested amounts.

Providing students in Tulsa county the
opportunity to attend college based on their
ability to achieve, not on their ability to pay,
is the primary reason for the Tulsa Achieves
scholarship. By doing so, TCC will increase
the number of Tulsa county residents with
higher education degrees; increase the
number of skilled professionals available in
the Tulsa job market; encourage students
to graduate high school; and encourage

Students must
meet the following criteria to remain a
Tulsa Achieves scholar while at TCC:

* Maintain good academic standing (2.0
GPA or higher).

* Enroll continuously each fall and spring
semester (summer optional).

¢ Complete a financial aid application
(FAFSA).

* Provide 40 hours of community service
per academic year.
