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STREET SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
The Street School Scholarship Program is an opportunity to receive funding for post secondary academic/vocational education.  Qualifying applicants must be former Street School students.  First-time applicants must provide a copy of their high school diploma or GED certification.  Applicants who have received previous scholarship awards must provide copies of all grade reports not already on file at Street School.

INTENT:  The intention of the Street School Scholarship Program is to provide financial aid for post-high school education.  Applicants should immediately make application to receive other forms of financial assistance (i.e., Pell Grants, State Education Grants, work-study programs, student loans, etc.).  Street School will strive to assist new applicants with this process.
APPLICATION:  Application for the Street School Scholarship is made by submitting the scholarship application to the main office along with all necessary papers.  Although applications will be accepted at any time, there will be specific deadlines outlined timed primarily with the financial settlement.  Street School will strive to work with other financial deadlines for different programs, but it will be necessary for applicants to communicate special needs to the office and allow time for the Scholarship Committee to meet.  

Application requirements are as follows:

Fall enrollment – August 1

Spring enrollment – December 1

Summer enrollment – May 1

Applicants must provide the Scholarship Committee the following:

· Scholarship Application – Must be completed in full

· Copy of High school diploma or GED certificate  (First-time applicants)

· Copy of transcript (Previous award recipients)

· Transcripts of grades or other progress reports at the end of each award period (Scholarship students)
· Copy of enrollment class schedule

· Copy of degree audit – Meet with a college advisor to discuss your classes and obtain a degree audit.
All enrollment activities and information regarding cost and fees are the responsibility of the applicant and should be completed prior to submission of the application.
AWARDING:  Applicants will be selected for financial aid based on sessions completed at Street School, merit, need, educational objectives, likelihood of success, cost of selected programs through completion, and available funds of scholarship program.  Applicants who qualify for scholarships must be accepted for enrollment at the institution they plan to attend.  First semester award maximum is $1500.  An interview with the Scholarship Committee may be requested.  After the Scholarship Committee has met, applicants will receive written notice of the decision.  Schools will also receive written notice of approved scholarship awards.  
DISBURSEMENT:  Disbursement of funds will be made directly to the institution/school to which the applicant is accepted.  Funds will be dispersed upon receipt of proper invoice from the school.   It is the applicant’s responsibility for actual financial settlement at the school for costs not covered by a scholarship award from Street School.
CONDITIONS OF SCHOLARSHIP:  A C+ or its equivalent is required to continue receiving scholarship funds.  Students losing scholarship funding may apply for scholarship reinstatement upon meeting the minimum performance standards of the scholarship program.  If a student withdraws after starting classes with a paid tuition by Street School, further scholarship assistance may be significantly limited and a written explanation of circumstances must be submitted to Street School.
